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The TAWAH volunteer program is an exciting and inclusive
initiative designed to bring together individuals from various
educational and professional backgrounds to contribute to
community development projects while building their
professional experience. Up to 2024 a total of 71 volunteers
have been enrolled, including students from Ardhi University,
the University of Dar es Salaam and Mbeya University of
Science and Technology, along with recent graduates and
practicing architects from both Tanzania and Sweden. The
program aims to harness the diverse skills and fresh
perspectives of these volunteers to enhance the impact of
TAWAH's mission in the communities it serves.
